§ 324-1. Statutory authority and adoption by reference.

This chapter is enacted pursuant to the authority granted by Wis. Stat. § 23.33(11).

Statutory all-terrain vehicle laws adopted. The statutory provision describing and defining
regulations with respect to all-terrain vehicles, including penalties for violations as set forth
in Wis. Stat. § 23.33(1), (2), (2h), (3), (3c), (3e), (39), (4), (4c), (49), (4)), (4L), (4p), (41),
(4x), (42), (5), (6), (6r), (7), (8), (10), (12) and (13), are hereby adopted and by reference
made a part of this chapter as if fully set forth herein. Any act required to be performed or
prohibited by any statute or subsection thereof incorporated herein by reference is required
or prohibited by this chapter.

8§ 324-2. Conditions

A.

All Buffalo County Ordinance #21-03-01 regulations must be followed with the following
exceptions in City limits:

e Operation is permissible 12 months/year in the City limits

e Limits on hours of operation of ATVs and UTVs, as hereinafter defined, as per County
Ordinance #21-03-01, Section IV (6) will not apply in the City limits for those traveling
for the purpose of hunting or fishing.

All ATV/UTV operators shall maintain liability insurance for their ATV/UTV in the
amount established by the State of Wisconsin for motor vehicle operation and by utilizing
any ATV/UTV on City streets, agrees to fully indemnify and hold harmless the City of
Buffalo City for all liability arising from use or non-use of ATV and/or UTVs on all City
streets.



§ 324-2. All-terrain vehicle routes.

All all-terrain vehicles (ATVs) and Utility-Terrain Vehicles (UTVs) may be operated on any City
street in Buffalo City, Wisconsin.

§ 324-3. Violations and penalties.

Any person who violates this chapter shall forfeit not more than $250 for each violation.
