
BUFFALO CITY RIVERFRONT 

REGULATION CHANGES: 
 

➢ Absolutely NO TREE CUTTING - (DEAD or ALIVE) – This 

includes ALL TREES with a circumference larger than a finger (also 

includes all trees destroyed by beavers) Requests for tree cutting on 

your permitted riverfront space must be made to the City who must 

apply for approval from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. 
 

➢ Rip Rap – No rip rap may be placed on any river bank area without 

a permit. Requests for rip rap on your permitted riverfront space 

must be made to the City who must apply for approval from the U.S. 

Army Corps of Engineers. 
 

➢ Electric Service – NO Electrical Service may be placed on the 

riverbank without approval from the City. 
 

➢ DOCKS/STEPS – As always these continue to need to be 

permitted through the City office. 
 

All policy changes above are in effect immediately due to a directive 

issued by the Corps of Engineers at a meeting on June 23, 2021 .  

The Buffalo City Riverfront Committee has the authority to revoke a riverfront 

permit for violating any of the above policies as well as all other regulations 

outlined in the permit agreement.
